Passport Information

All passengers are required to carry valid Proof of Citizenship before being allowed to board a cruise ship. Bringing proper proof of citizenship is the responsibility of the guest. 
All travelers will be required to have a passport to enter or re-enter the United States.
Applying for a Passport 

Please allow a generous amount of time to apply for and receive your Passport in advance of travel. If you allow up to 10 weeks for processing of U.S. Passport applications, you will not need to panic. Peak U.S. Passport processing is between January and July. We recommend applying as soon as possible prior to your cruise.

Foreign nationals should contact their respective governments or consulates to obtain Passport information. 
US Citizens
Land/Sea Only: US Citizens traveling to the Bahamas, Bermuda, Caribbean, Mexico, Canada or Alaska must present proof of citizenship in the form of a valid Passport.
US Citizens Traveling Internationally
A valid Passport is required. Some countries may require the purchase of a Visa. We will be able to give you the latest information so you may apply for the proper identifications needed.
Non-US Citizens
Non US-Citizens traveling to the Bahamas, Bermuda, Caribbean, Mexico, Canada or Alaska must present proof of citizenship in the form of: 

· U.S. Resident Aliens need a valid Alien Resident Card. 

· Canadian citizens must present a valid Passport, original Birth Certificate or certified copy of a Birth Certificate. 

· Non-US. Citizens need a valid Passport and a valid, non-expired U.S. Multiple Re-Entry Visa, if applicable. 

· For sailings calling on Canadian ports-of-call, certain foreign nationals must obtain a Canadian Visa, in addition to the multiple-entry Visa. 

· Non-US. Citizens must contact the appropriate consulates, U.S. Embassy and U.S. Immigrations office to inquire about necessary travel documentation. 

· All non-US. citizens and U.S. Resident Aliens must surrender their Passport and/or Green Cards at the time of embarkation. These documents will be returned upon completion of the Immigration inspection. 

· In addition to these requirements, all guests 16 years of age or older must provide an official photo ID. 

Non-US Citizens Traveling Internationally
A valid Passport from your Country of Origin is required. Some countries may require the purchase of a Visa. It is your responsibility to check with the Embassy of your country or the country you are visiting with regards to Visa requirements.

It is important that guest names on travel documents (Alien Resident Cards, etc.) be identical to those on the cruise and airline tickets. Otherwise, proof of name change (i.e., a Marriage License) OR a valid Driver's License or government issued photo ID (i.e., U.S. Military ID) must be presented.

Non-Us Citizens Traveling to Canada or Alaska
The Canadian government requires foreign citizens from most countries other than the U.S. to obtain a Visa for entry into Canada. This law affects travelers on all cruise itineraries that begin or end in Canada, as well as those that make a port of call in Canada. Failure to present the required Visa will result in denied boarding with no refund. To learn if Canada requires a Visa for citizens of your country please call your embassy or consulate.

Obtaining a Passport
A Passport is an internationally recognized travel document that verifies the identity and nationality of the bearer. A valid U.S. Passport is required to enter and leave most foreign countries. Only the U.S. Department of State has the authority to grant, issue or verify United States Passports.
To obtain a Passport, you need to go in person to one of 8,000 Passport acceptance facilities located throughout the United States with two photographs of yourself, proof of U.S. Citizenship, and a valid form of photo identification such as a Driver's License.

Acceptance facilities include many federal, state and probate courts, post offices, some public libraries and a number of county and municipal offices. There are also 13 regional Passport agencies, which serve customers who are traveling within 2 weeks (14 days), or who need foreign Visas for travel. Appointments are required in such cases.

You'll need to apply in person if you are applying for a U.S. passport for the first time; if your expired U.S. Passport is not in your possession; if your previous U.S. Passport has expired and was issued more than 15 years ago; or if your previous U.S. Passport was issued when you were under 16; your currently valid U.S. Passport has been lost of stolen.

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The cost of a Passport varies on whether or not it's your first Passport or a renewal and your age. Passport fees are non-refundable.

Age 16 and older: The Passport fee is $55. The security surcharge is $12. The execution fee is $30. The total is $97.

Under Age 16: The Passport fee is $40. The security surcharge is $12. The execution fee is $30. The total is $82.

You can renew your Passport by mail if: Your most recent Passport is available to submit and not damaged; you received the Passport within the past 15 years; you were over age 16 when it was issued; you still have the same name, or can legally document your name change. If your Passport has been, altered or damaged, you cannot apply by mail. You must apply in person.

You may use the Passport renewal form if your previous Passport was issued when you were 16 or older and was issued in the last 15 years. Your Passport can not be damaged and must be submitted with your application.

The Passport fee is $55. The Security Surcharge is $12. The total fee is $67.

Please note: When applying at one of the thousands of designated application acceptance facilities in the U.S., you pay the Passport fee and the security surcharge to the ''U.S. Department of State'' and the execution fee to the facility where you are applying. Acceptable forms of payment vary. When applying at a Regional Passport Agency, both fees and the surcharge are combined into one payment to the ''U.S. Department of State'' and may be paid by check (personal, certified, travelers''), major credit card (V, MC, AE, Discover), bank draft or cashier's check, money order (U.S. Postal, international, currency exchange), or if abroad, the foreign currency equivalent, or a check drawn on a U.S. bank.

If you are applying for a Passport in person and select "Routine Service" you will receive your Passport in the mail in about 6 (six) weeks. If you apply in person or by mail if renewing a Passport) and select "Expedited Service" you will receive your Passport in the mail in about 2 (two) weeks. "Expedited Service" requires an additional "rush" fee plus the cost of overnight delivery services.

The cost of a Passport varies on whether or not it's your first passport or a renewal and your age. Passport fees are non-refundable .

Age 16 and older: The Passport fee is $55. The security surcharge is $12. The execution fee is $30. The total is $97.

Under Age 16: The Passport fee is $40. The security surcharge is $12. The execution fee is $30. The total is $82.
